e parents of EAL children talking about their language and culture

e repetition of key words and phrases on a daily basis i.e. during registration time

e encouraging children to speak in sentences using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures

e varied and interactive lessons: role play, song, rhyme, exciting resources linked to the theme, puppets, listening to native speakers

e awell-resourced library for reading enrichment and independent research opportunities. To gain access to literature in the original
language

e use of a variety of authentic sources e.g. news broadcasts, weather reports, films, newspapers, texts

e regular assessment (formative and summative)

e opportunities to perform in class assembly

e fact files (cultural knowledge)
